58% of UCCC first-year degree seeking freshmen did not require remedial coursework
compared to 65% at Ohio’s regional campuses and 68% statewide.

56% of first-year degree seeking freshmen at UCCC required remedial coursework
compared to 52% at Ohio’s regional campuses and 39% statewide.

62% of UCCC first-year degree seeking freshmen who required at least one remedial
course returned to the same institution the next fall compared to 55% at the regional
campuses and 53% statewide.

First-year degree seeking freshmen who completed all remedial coursework were the
most likely to return to the same institution the next fall. 72% of these students who
completed all remedial coursework returned to UCCC compared to 71% at Ohio’s
regional campuses and 69% statewide.

UCCC first-year degree seeking freshmen who completed all remedial coursework had
an average GPA of 2.8, higher than both Ohio’s regional campuses and statewide at 2.7.

++ Associate degrees are often called two-year degrees, because traditionally a student who
took a continuous “full-time” load for two years (15 hours a semester or quarter for all
terms except summer) could earn the minimum credits necessary for graduation.
Statewide in FY 2006, only 10% of associate degree graduates earned their degree in two

years or less, and the median time to degree for associate degree graduates in 2005-06
was 3.8 years.

+» 18% of UCCC students who earned a degree in 2005-06 graduated in two years or less,
down from 21% in FY 2004-2005 but higher than the 11% at Ohio’s regional campuses
and 10% statewide. The median time to degree for UCCC was 3.3 years compared to 3.7
years at Ohio’s regional campuses and 3.8 years statewide.

College attendance patterns are changing, and it is less common for students to attend
only one institution throughout their educational career. To some extent, student mobility
is a measure of how well institutions accommodate student needs for flexibility in
attaining their educational goals. Data indicate that attendance at multiple institutions is
common, especially across time and, to some extent, within the same terms.

The highest mobility rate across all education sectors in Ohio is found at the university
regional campuses.

The rate of concurrent enrollment at the university regional campuses has increased each
year. In spring 2000 the rate was only 13%. This trend is not apparent in the other
education sectors in Ohio where concurrent enrollment over the past seven years has
largely remained unchanged.

13% of UCCC students were concurrently enrolled in spring 2006, less than at Ohio’s
regional campuses and only slightly above the community college average of 12%.

24% of juniors attending Ohio’s public universities in Fall 2006 had earned credits at a
two-year institution from 1998 through fall 2006.

% Peak usage is the utilization rate when the highest number of classes is offered on a
college or university campus. Institutions must have the appropriate resources to handle
their busiest class times to meet their students’ needs. Because Ohio’s colleges and
universities serve a variety of student needs, peak usage may occur at different times
during the day, depending on the institution. While a university that serves a largely
residential population may find that its peak usage occurs around 10:00 am, a community
college that serves a working population may find its peak usage in the morning or in the
evening.

++ The UCCC peak facilities utilization rate for classrooms was 96% for both daytime and
evening hours. UCCC has the highest peak facilities utilization for classrooms during
evening hours and the second highest during daytime hours in the state. For labs during
both daytime and evening hours, UCCC has the second highest peak facilities utilization
rates in the state.
